References about the “book of life” are found in the following
verses: Philippians 4:3, Revelation 3:5; 13:8; 17:8; 20:12; 20:15; 21:7; 22:19.

Christ, have received Him as personal Saviour. In Luke 10:20 Jesus, when talking to those who trusted Him as Saviour said, “...your
names are written in heaven.”
